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Toward the end of the 19th century, Civil War veterans were
facing the same problems our World War Il veterans are
facing today.

They were getting along in years, many of their comrades
already at rest “beneath the green tent.”

They worried that no one would continue the duties performed
by members of the Grand Army of the Republic. These
included decorating the graves of the veterans, marching in
the Memorial Day parade and lending assistance to veterans
and their families when needed.

To carry on these duties, a branch of the Sons of Veterans
was formed in Lambertville in 1889 with 23 members. The
branch was called the Adjutant Josiah Studdiford Camp No.
34, named for the Lambertville youth who lost his life in
1862 while leading a bayonet charge at Crompton’s Pass, Va.
(editor’s note: The actual battle occurred at Crompton’s
Gap, South Mountain, MD).

It wasn't long before war broke out in the rooms of
the newly organized branch. Some of the members, according
to The Beacon, swore “either to rule or ruin”.

Ruin won, and one night, the entire contents of the
meeting room disappeared. Everything was taken, even the
straw from under the bright new carpet.

The quartermaster of Camp 34 swore out warrants for the
arrest of those suspected of taking the property.
A jury of 12 citizens could not agree as to whether
the stolen goods should be returned to the remaining members
of the camp or to the state headquarters of the Sons of
Veterans.

A second trial was held, and again, the jury could
not agree on a verdict. A third trial nearly ended in
bloodshed when the judge and counsel for the defense argued
over a book the judge ruled had nothing to do with the
case. The judge said later that he was “almost determined
at the time to throw the learned counsel down the stairway
head over heels but was glad that he had not.”

The jury brought in a verdict in favor of the
defendant, which was immediately appealed. Whatever the
outcome of the latest court date, the fact is that Adjutant
Josiah S. Studdiford Camp No. 34 was dissolved.
